❖ You will need a labelled water bottle in school each day, filled with

If you read 

three times a week, and your parent/carer has signed your 

reading diary/log, you will move up the chart and work towards fun 

prizes and activities to do on the last week of term such as arts 

and crafts and movie afternoons! You must bring your diary in 

every Friday when it will be checked by your teacher. 

❖ Please don’t bring any large rucksacks into school as you only need 

your reading book, homework book and reading log, and space is 

limited in the cloakrooms.
