• People celebrated with street parties.

• People wore red, white and blue – the colours of the 
British flag.

• People waved flags.

Did You Know?  
The Second World War lasted for six years. It was a war 
that involved countries from all around the world. The war 
started in Europe in 1939, when Nazi Germany invaded 
the country of Poland. The people of Britain fought Nazi 
Germany for their freedom.
